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CEMETERY OVERVIEW 

Cemetery of the Holy Rood is the oldest of 

Catholic Cemeteries of Long Island’s four 

cemeteries, with burials dating back to 1856. Holy 

Rood offers families a variety of burial options in 

indoor and outdoor settings, including ample 

inventory of cremation niches and crypt spaces, 

with a limited number of graves available. 

Families are invited to join us for monthly Masses 

and other cemetery events throughout the year, 

including Stations of the Cross on Good Friday, 

Masses on Memorial Day and All Souls Day and a 

yearly Candle Vespers service.

Holy Rood is open for visitation every day of the 
year, including holidays, during the following hours: 

Cemetery Gates: 8:00AM to 5:00PM 

Mausoleum Buildings: 8:00AM to 4:30PM 

* Please note that cemetery gates may remain closed during 

unsafe weather conditions

Saturday: 9:00AM to 4:30PM

BURIAL PLOTS 

Grave availability is extremely limited at 

Cemetery of the Holy Rood. However, graves 

do become available from time to time as 

families surrender unused spaces.  Families 

should check with the cemetery office for 

current availability at Holy Rood. 

Plots at Holy Rood include Single Graves, 

Double Graves, and larger family plots. Holy 

Rood also offers dedicated Cremation Plots 

which can accommodate up to 6 urns, with an 

upright monument for memorialization. 

INDOOR CREMATION NICHES 

Cemetery of the Holy Rood offers families 

several niche options for the inurnment of  

cremated remains. 

Niches are available on the first and second 

floors of Holy Rood Chapel Mausoleum. 

Available options include niches with glass, 

granite, marble, and bronze fronts. All niches 

can accommodate up to 2 urns.

MAUSOLEUM ENTOMBMENTS 

Crypts spaces are available inside Holy Rood 

Chapel Mausoleum for those families preferring 

above ground entombment.  

 Crypts are available for one or two caskets: 

• Single Crypts for one casket  

• True Companion Crypts for two caskets  

• Side by Side Crypts for two caskets  

In addition to the inscription of the deceased, 

families may memorialize crypt fronts with bronze 

emblems, steel portraits and a floral vase.  Please 

speak with a Customer Sales and Service 

Representative for more information on the 

memorialization options available.

CREMATION GARDEN 

St. Michael the Archangel Cremation Garden 

is the newest addition to Cemetery of the Holy 

Rood. This garden area, located on the 

northwest corner of Section 7, is perfect for 

families choosing cremation who desire an 

outdoor setting. Each niche space in this 

columbarium accommodates up to 2 urns. 

Glass front niches are desirable for families who 
wish to see the urn of their loved one. A portrait 

may be placed within the niche. 

Granite/marble front niches may be memorialized 
with bronze emblems, portraits, and floral vase.
